Curriculum Committee
· Moved (Denomme/Rogers): that Senate approve the addition of a second title option to the Certificate in Business offered by the School of Business and Economics to ‘Post-Graduate Certificate in Business’.

Rationale

The title ‘Post-Graduate Certificate’ offers international students the opportunity to gain an academic credential from a university in Canada.  Post-Graduate certificate are very popular with international recruitment efforts.  This two-semester program is:

1. Only for students who have previously completed a university degree, from a legitimate and accredited institution in Canada or another country;

2. The exact same courses as required for the Certificate in Business;

3. Students in the Post-Graduate Certificate program will receive ADMN 1206 pre-requisite exemption – in order to ensure successful completion in the two-semester time frame;

4. Since the Certificate in Business also requires ‘additional 6 credits in upper year ADMN courses’, it is proposed that the PGC remove this option and add both ADMN 2406 and ADMN 3136 to fulfill the ‘additional 6 credits requirement.  This will streamline the PGC to ensure successful completion during the two-semester time frame.
A question was asked whether it was possible to offer a post-graduate certificate if the University does not offer graduate programming.  The Dean reassured Senate the PGC refers to post-baccalaureate.
